The CTC Chat Room is accessible via

Keeping in mind that the CTC website lists all site features in the upper right hand corner of each page, locate the listing for "Chat Room" and click on the link.


   


When the page is loaded, review the information on the Chat Room page and then click on the blue square marked "Chat Now".   A new page will open and a chat applet will begin to load.  Be patient -  it takes a few seconds for this process to complete.  After the applet is loaded, enter your name or a nickname where requested, give a brief profile if you so desire, and then click the "Chat" button.  The CTC Chat Room window will then open and you will be able to "enter" the Chat Room.  





The column on the right of the chat window shows the names/nicks of the people who are already present and chatting.  Along the bottom of the window is a white area in which you type to chat.  Once your have finished typing your comment, press the enter key on your keyboard and your words will travel through cyberspace to be received by everyone currently in the Chat Room.  





Lastly, a few miscellaneous tidbits





1.  IMPORTANT - PLEASE NOTE.   You must keep both the applet page and the chat window open for the duration of the chat.  Closing the applet page or surfing to another page will cause your chat session to be terminated.





2.  When people are chatting, you will see their name or nickname beside their comments.  Your name will not be seen by you in your chat window.  Your comments will look like this





	> hello everyone





The > indicates this comment was made by you.  





3.  The program allows for private (one to one) chatting with any other person present in the Chat Room.  To open a private chat window that only you and your private chat partner can view, simply double click on that person's name as listed in column on the right.  Chat etiquette generally suggests asking permission to speak privately with  someone BEFORE initiating a private chat -  especially if you do not know the person.





4.  This program does not have the ability to allow the user to copy/paste information to the Chat Room, transfer files or photos, or register nicknames.  





 5.  Sometimes, either as a result of problems with your ISP or with the Chat Room server, you may be inadvertently disconnected and your chat session terminated.  Simply log back in, but keep in mind - you may receive the message that your nick/name is already in use and to choose another.  As you enter the chat room - there will appear to be another "you" there.  This is known in chat circles as your "ghost".  Eventually your ghost will disappear.  It's also good to consider the ghost theory if you are ever seemingly ignored by someone in the Chat Room - they may no longer be there to answer )





6.  To exit the chat program, close the chat room window and click on the "return to website" link.  This will take you back to the CTC site.





7.  Due to the newness of this feature, random visits to the chat room may prove lonely.   In the near future, we will begin conducting scheduled chat sessions that will afford everyone the opportunity to utilize this feature.  A schedule, including a topic for each session will be posted on the website's Event Calendar and communicated via the email group and Message Board as soon as it is available.





8.  As access to the Chat Room is not limited to CTC members, feel free at any time to invite a friend or friends to visit the Chat Room.





9.   Instructions on accessing and using the Chat Room will be distributed via a separate email, posted on the message board, and placed in the files section of the website for download or review when necessary.





If you have any problems or questions, feel free to ask either via the email group or privately if you prefer.
